Film Series: Luchino Visconti

Through May 16, 1987

Films shown in May include the one-hour
documentary on Stilleyman the Magnificent;
several episodes from Robert Hughes' series
on modern art, The Shock of the New; and a
continuation of the film series devoted to the
Italian master filmmaker Luchino Visconti
(1906-1976). Visconti is best known in this
country for his film adaptations of two
novels: Giuseppe di Lampedusa’s The
Leopard and Thomas Mann'’s Death in
Venice. As a member of the Italian aris-
tocracy, Visconti was intimately involved
with many aspects of European culture and
society, illustrated by a body of work that
gives full rein to a taste for historical
narrative and theatricality. Visconti was
conscious, in the fullest sense, of the visual
component of a film and devoted enormous
attention to questions of form, set design,
authenticity of period costume, and
composition.

Donatello at Close Range

A recent campaign to clean the works by
Donatello, the greatest fifteenth-century
Florentine sculptor, in the Old Sacristy of
the Medicean church of San Lorenzo, has
remarkably recovered the power and
brilliance of the original sculpted images.
This exhibit documents the cleaning process
in color transparencies, some of them life-
size, and has been supported by the Samuel
H. Kress Foundation.

Italian Master Drawings from
the British Royal Collection

May 10-July 26, 1987
East Building, Ground Floor

This is the first survey exhibition of the
greatest Italian drawings in the British Royal
Collection ever to travel from England.
Ranging from the Renaissance through the
baroque periods, more than 6o drawings will
be on view, including seven works by
Leonardo, four by Michelangelo, and three
by Raphael. Other extraordinary early
drawings by Giovanni Bellini and Domenico
Ghirlandaio will be included, along with
mannerist drawings by Parmigianino and
Tintoretto. Baroque works by Bernini and
Guercino will also be on view. The survey,
which is intended to show the finest and
most beautiful Italian drawings in the British
Royal Collection, concludes with four
drawings by Piazzetta and five by Canaletto.
Pan American World Airways has been
designated the official carrier of this
exhibition, which is supported by an
indemnity from the Federal Council on the
Arts and the Humanities.

Andrew Wyeth

The Helga Pictures

May 24-September 27, 1987
West Building, Ground Floor

A selection of pencil drawings and water-
colors supplemented with a few finished
temperas, this exhibition looks in depth at
the tradition of realism in American art.
Andrew Wyeth, The Helga Pictures consists
of approximately 140 works depicting the
artist’s neighbor, Helga Testorf, in Chadd'’s
Ford, Pennsylvania. By concentrating on his
treatment of a single subject, this suite
(executed between 1971 and 1985) offers an
opportunity to examine thoroughly Wyeth's
process of concentration and revision over a
fifteen-year period.

The exhibition includes groups of about
30 different interrelated poses. Helga is
shown standing and walking, as in the series
In the Orchard, as well as nude and clothed,
posed against architectural elements, asleep,
and awake at different seasons and times of
day. The entire Helga suite was acquired by
Leonard E. B. Andrews in 1986.

Selections from the Whitney
Museum of American Art
May 24- September 7, 1987

West Building, Ground Floor

These drawings from the Whitney Museum
in New York will trace American draftsman-
ship from the beginning of the twentieth
century to the present. Examining major
schools of American art such as regionalism,
early abstraction, and figurative modes from
the traditional to the surreal, the exhibition
will focus on the imaginative diversity and
innovation of twentieth-century drawings in
the United States.

Highlighting the wide range of both
subject matter and medium, the exhibition
includes works in graphite, watercolor,
pastel, gouache, collage, and stamp-pad ink.
Featured are drawings by such twentieth-
century masters as Georgia O'Keeffe, Edward
Hopper, Milton Avery, and Jasper Johns.

CLOSING EXHIBITION

The Age of Sultan Siileyman
the Magnificent

Extended through May 26, 1987
East Building, Upper Level

The Age of Sultan Stileyman the Magnificent
is the first major U.S. exhibition of treasures
from the Golden Age of the Ottoman Empire.
The exhibition represents the first time in
more than twenty years that Turkish art has
traveled to the United States. It includes
more than 210 objects: illustrated manu-
scripts, drawings, and paintings; imperial
items made of silver, gold, jade, and rock
crystal embellished with gems; caftans, tex-
tiles, embroideries, and rugs; inlaid wood-
work, ceramics, and tiles. Although objects
are being loaned from European and
American public and private collections, the
largest lender to the exhibition is the cele-
brated Topkap1 Palace Museum in Istanbul,
which served as Siilleyman’s administrative
center and residence.

The exhibition presents the highest
aesthetic and technical achievement of the
Ottoman Empire during the reign of Sultan
Stleyman I (1520-1566). Known in Turkey as
Kanuni, or "Lawgiver,” in reference to his
exemplary judicial acts which contributed to
many Western constitutional laws, the
sultan was a renowned legislator, statesman,
poet, and generous patron of the arts. High-
lighted are such Turkish national treasures
as an inlaid wooden throne, a unique map of
the Americas made in 1513, the illustrated

history of the Sultan'’s reign, illuminated
copies of his collected poems, and personal
items including Siileyman’s caftans and
swords.

The exhibition is made possible by Philip
Morris Companies Inc. and is supported by
an indemnity from the Federal Council on
the Arts and the Humanities. The exhibition
is presented through the cooperation of the
government of the Turkish Republic.

Recorded Tour. A thirty-minute recorded
tour of the exhibition, narrated by Esin Atil,
guest curator of the Stileyman exhibition, is
available: individuals, $3.00 each; students
or senior citizens, $2.50 each. The recorded
tour is available at the entrance to the
exhibition.

Audiovisual Program. A ten-minute
audiovisual program can be viewed either
before or after seeing the Siileyman
exhibition.

Special Film. Siileyman the Magnificent,
a fifty-eight-minute film, is shown in the
auditorium on a weekly schedule. The film,
coproduced by the National Gallery of Art
and The Metropolitan Museum of Art, has
been generously supported by the
government of Turkey and the Mobil Oil
Corporation. See reverse side for specific
times and dates.

Pass System. On crowded weekdays and
weekends free passes will be distributed if
necessary on a first-come, first-served basis.
Passes are for specified half-hour entry times
and may be obtained at the special
exhibition desk on the Ground Floor of the
East Building. There are no advance
reservations.
