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On April 1lth a group of L1 Nineteenth Century French
paintings from the Chester Dale Collection will be placed on
exhibition at the National Gallery of Art. These palntings,
which have been sent to Washington on indefinite loan, will
fi11ll three large galleries, in addition to the two galleries
in which 25 paintings of this school, from the Chester Dale
Collection, arc now on view.

Also on view at the present time, on loan from this
Collectlion, are important examples of the work of El Greco,
Zurbarén; Rubens, Tintoretto, DBoucher, Drouals, Chardin, Boilly,
Kalf and Van lHemessen, as well as well-knovn American paint-
ings by liorse, Sully, Sargent, Bellows and others.

The larger group of French paintings, which has now
come to the Gallery, includes some of the finest examples of
the work of Boudin, Ce%anne, Corot, Courbet, Daumier, Delacroix,
Fantin-Latour, Gauguin, Guillaumin, Manet, llonet, Berthe Mori-
sot, Pissarro, Odilon Redon, Renoir, Henri Rousseau, Sislcy,
Toulouse-Lautrec, and Van Gogh. Included also with the French
group are six outstanding paintings by lary Cassatt, the dis-
tinguished American artist, so long resident in I'rance and
closely identified there with the Impressionist School.

This group of paintings, with the examples of the work

of Cééanno, Puvis de Chavannes, Corot, Courbet, Daubigny, David,



Degas, Delacroix, Fantin-Latour, lManet, Monticelli, Derthe

llorisot, Pissarro, and Rénoir, herctofore loaned from thoe

Cheeter Dale Collection and now on view at the National Gallcr&,

will 1llustrate, in a most comprchensive manner, the develop=-
ment of French painting during its grcatest period. All the
movements of French Nineteenth Century art, which succecded
cach other with such amazing rapidity, are shown by supcrla-
tive cxamples, choscen with grcat taste and discrimination, not
only for their beauty, but for their significance as exprcss-
ing one of the great epochs of palintinge.

The Chester Dale Collcction has long been recognized as
onc of the most important collections of Ninctecenth Century
French painting cver asserbled by a private individual. Iany

of the paintings have been secn in loan exhibitions in this

country and in Europe. They have also becen available to studcents,

through the courtesy of Ilir. Dale, in his home in Ncw York. Iow,

with grcat gencecrosity and sclf-denial, he has taken them from
his home and sent thom on indcfinite loan to “ashington, where

they can be enjoyed by all who visit the National Gallery.
