I An axhibitlon in aejabratien of tha 200th anniversary 

of Georgetown will open at tha national Gallery of Art on Sunday, Boreaber tha 

4th. This exhibit, from tha ladax of Aaarioaa iJtsiga, consists of a selection 

of watar color randaringa of early Aoariaan furniture, textilea, wood earring, 

glass, earaaiea, and aetal.

Tha objects in this exhibition ara largely froa tha aastarn seaboard, and 

represent tha kind of furnishings that aight hare b«an ownad by tha aarlj 

eitisana of Qaorgatown. Many ara etill ownad by tha daocandacta of thoaa for 

wboa they wera aada| othara ara in historical sooiatiaa, aaaaoaa, and ia prifata 

oollaetiona, treasnrad as part of tha nation's eultoral haritaga.

Soaa of tha bast plaeaa ha-va bean raproduoad la tha Indax of Aaarioaa Daalga, 

a cross aaction of American decorative and popular arts froa befare 1700 to 

about 1900. Tha Indax was one of tha aost laportant projects undertaken by tha 

Federal Art Project of the Worka Progress Adalniatration. About 15*000 dealgna 

of historical and artistic significance, some of which stood in danger of being 

lost, were then recorded la finely executed watar oolor plates. They aay be 

studied at tha Gallary and ara also sent oatf for exixibitioa* study, aod 

reproduction purposes.

Bach water color rendering waa baaed on a thorough risual analyai* of fora, 

shape, oolor, and texture, such as no photograph eoald pofffl^l^? raproduea. This 

truthfulness arouses general adairatioa, for tha raadarlaga aaiaiint rirtually to 

Ylsual equivalenta of tha orlginala, dona ia water color through tha akill of 

tha artists.

Toe selection, rapreaentatiTa of tha period of about 1750 to about 1850, 

the first century of Georgetown*a history, will remain oa exhibit thvgagh 

Moveaber the 25th.
