John Walker, Director of the National
Gallery of Art, announced today that the Gallery's 26th season of Sunday
evening concerts will begin on September 24, 1967 and continue through June,
1968 (program attached).

It was also announced that the concerts will be supported by funds
bequeathed to the National Gallery of Art by William Nelson Cromwell and
by a grant from the J. I, Foundation, Inc. These concerts are under the
general direction cf Richard Bales, Assistant to the Director and Conductor
of the National Gallery Orchestra.
