in the East Garden Court, will highlight the Bicentennial by 

including American music, as well as presenting world premieres, 

first Washington performances, and revivals of music previously 

introduced by the Gallery Orchestra. Several concerts will 

feature premieres of works composed especially for performance 

at the National Gallery.

The concert season will be climaxed by the thirty-third 

annual American Music Festival in the spring of 1976. This 

special spring feature was introduced by Mr. Bales in 1944.
