Distribution of the passes, which allow
entrance to the exhibition during designated half-hour intervals, will
begin each day at 5 p.m. starting June 1 for that evening and the following
morning and afternoon. The tents will remain open, as long as passes are
available, from 9:30 a.m. to 8 p.m. Monday through Saturday, and from noon
to 8 p.m. Sunday. No passes can be distributed in advance or reserved by
telephone or mail.
