This season marks the 41st year of the National Gallery 

concerts under Mr. Bales' direction. Mr. Bales made 

his debut as conductor at the Gallery on June 6, 1943, 

and has become known nationally for his innovative pro­ 

gramming, his compositions, and arrangements.

Special highlights of the season include world premieres 

of works by Richard Bales, Emerson Meyers, and others. 

First Washington performances of compositions by the 

distinguished Japanese composer Komei Abe, Howard Hanson, 

Lee Hoiby, Robert Palmer, and others are also listed.

The concert season will be climaxed by the Gallery's 

American Music Festival, an annual spring event begun 

in 1944 during Mr. Bales' first year. Celebrating Ameri­ 

can music of all periods, the Festival often introduces 

to the Washington area works by rising young composers as 

well as those who have already achieved eminence. This 

season's Festival, the 41st, will be held during April and

May of 1984.
