I. M. Pei's iconic East Building opened in 1978. The Gallery is celebrating 40 years of this landmark
building and modern art collection with disco music from local favorite DJ Kelton Higgins, a film
inspired by the East Building, and pop-up talks featuring works of art from the 1970s. Visitors can
design birthday cards, construct the museum of the future using blocks and magnetic tiles, play

They are
located on the National Mall between 3rd and 9th Streets at Constitution Avenue NW, and are open
Monday through Saturday from 10:00 a.m. to 5:00 p.m. and Sunday from 11:00 a.m. to 6:00 p.m. The
